Ca’ Foscari, in fact, ranks among 
the top ten universities in all of Europe for the 
number of prestigious Marie Skłodowska-Curie 
Fellows it has attracted.
The university actively promotes interdisciplinarity 
in order to encourage faculty and students to 
explore new frontiers, and it has recently built a 
state-of-the-art science and technology campus.

While Ca’ Foscari has been a leader in teaching 
and research related to economics and modern 
languages since its founding in 1868, it has 
greatly expanded its areas of expertise over time. 
Most recently, the university has been actively 
developing research and degree programmes 
involving the study of digital transformation and 
social innovation, climate change and nanoscience.

The 
hub’s function is to encourage, support and 
coordinate cross-disciplinary collaboration 
among faculty members with the purpose of 
leveraging Ca’ Foscari’s collective knowledge 
and expertise in the search for solutions to some 
of the greatest challenges facing us today by 
channeling the university’s energy into six main 
research areas. 

Complexity
The transdisciplinary study of complex systems 
generates innovative solutions to the most 
pressing scientific and societal challenges facing 
the world today.

Digital and Cultural Heritage
New digital technologies help to reveal new 
meaning in the world around us and create new 
fields of research such as the digital humanities 
and conservation science. The innovative 
approaches these technologies afford change 
the way cultural heritage is studied, preserved, 
restored, managed, disseminated and even 

created.
Social Innovation
Research in this field aims to break down the 
barriers that inhibit social participation, to reduce 
inequality and to promote integration, inclusivity 
and justice, and to improve healthcare by means 
of well-designed public policy.

International Studies
Comparative cultural and area studies provide 
the theoretical and conceptual basis for 
addressing some of the most urgent challenges 
of this century, such as radicalisation, migration 
and integration into increasingly multicultural 
and multilingual societies both within and beyond 
the European Union.

Green and Blue Growth
To help create a more sustainable future, Ca’ 
Foscari’s research in this area is developing 
nature-based solutions designed to improve 
resource and energy efficiency, thereby enabling 
green technologies (including nanotechnologies) 
and promoting sustainable growth in the 
maritime sector.

In the firm belief that international 
study and research experiences foster creativity 
and innovation through intellectual and cultural  
exchange, Ca’ Foscari encourages its faculty, 
students and administrative staff to spend 
formative periods abroad. To facilitate this, the 
university has established dozens of double and 
joint degree programmes with prestigious partner 
universities in a host of different countries and 
has over 500 exchange agreements in place, 
giving those who study and work at Ca’ Foscari the 
chance to learn and grow in virtually every corner 
of the world. Whether you want to explore Asia or 
North America, Africa or Europe, South America or 
Australia, Ca’ Foscari paves the way.

Double and Joint Degrees
Double and joint degrees are educational 
programmes that provide an integrated study 
curriculum in cooperation with one or more 
international universities, requiring you to carry 
out your studies both at Ca’ Foscari and at the 
international partner institution(s). They offer you 
the invaluable opportunity of learning in more 
than one academic context while benefiting from 
carefully coordinated study plans and institutional 
cooperation. Upon concluding a double (or 
sometimes multiple) degree, you obtain multiple 
academic qualifications issued separately by each 
of the partner universities. When you finish a joint 

degree, you receive a single qualification that is jointly 
conferred by all of the partner universities involved. 
Ca’ Foscari has more than 60 double and joint degree 
opportunities, so be sure to check if the programme 
of study you are interested in offers this opportunity.

Exchange Programmes
Ca’ Foscari considers international mobility 
facilitated by student exchange programmes to 
be a key tool in the development of your academic 
and cultural knowledge as well as your personal 
and professional growth, so it.offers a range of 
different student exchange programmes in place 
to help you learn around the world while working 
toward obtaining your degree. Thanks to the 
European Erasmus+ Study Programme, you can 
take advantage of a study period abroad at one of 
hundreds of partner universities located in one of 
the programme’s participating countries. As an 
Erasmus+ exchange student, you attend university 
courses and benefit from the facilities of your 
chosen host institution without paying additional 
tuition fees and partially supported by a grant from 
the European Commission. Upon successfully 
completing your course work abroad, you obtain 
full recognition for the courses you completed.
If you would prefer to carry out an exchange period 
outside of Europe, Ca’ Foscari offers the Overseas 
Programme. This programme, too, offers you 
access to hundreds of exchange agreements with 
universities across the globe that do not require 
you to pay tuition fees to the university hosting you 
abroad, and the courses you complete while on 
exchange count toward your degree. What is more, 
Ca’ Foscari has created a fund in support of this 
programme in order to allow participants to receive 
a bursary, helping to make the expense of studying 
abroad more manageable.

celebration before the beginning of Lent 
for which all of Venice’s public squares are 
transformed into outdoor clubs hosting special 
events, parties and live music.

•	 The Redentore Festival (Festa del Redentore): 
A popular local festival celebrating the city’s 
recovery from the plague in the sixteenth 
century for which a spectacular fireworks 
display is organised. Venetians watch the show 
from the fondamente and their boats, eating 
and drinking.

•	 Venice Biennale: The world’s premiere 
international contemporary art and 
architecture exhibition that runs from May to 
November.

•	 Venice Film Festival: A world-renowned 
festival that takes place in September on the 
Lido, showcasing some of the year’s most 
noteworthy films and attracting influential 
contemporary movie directors and actors.

The European Credit Transfer and Accumulation 
System (ECTS) facilitates the transfer of 
university credits between universities in Europe. 
It is based on the clarity and transparency of 
students’ study plans and on the assignment of 
appropriate credits for the studies they complete. 
The system is designed to guarantee that an 
exchange student’s courses and exams are 
recognised by his or her home institution. Ca’ 
Foscari has established that 1 CFU, or Ca’ Foscari 
credit (credito formativo universitario), 
is equivalent to 1 ECTS credit.

LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS
All of Ca’ Foscari’s undergraduate programmes 
require you to have a certified minimum B2-level of 
knowledge (as defined by the Common European 
Framework of Reference for Languages, or CEFR) 
of your programme’s language of instruction.

Ca’ Foscari’s tuition fees are remarkably low. This is a result of both heavy subisidising by the Italian 
Ministry of Universities and Research, which covers approximately 70% of the actual cost, and Ca’ 
Foscari’s belief in the need to make university affordable to all. The most you as an international 
student will pay for your studies is virtually the same as – or in some cases, less than – an Italian 
student pays. In addition, Ca’ Foscari offers a variety of forms of financial aid, including scholarships, 
exemption from and reduction of fees, student loans and awards for outstanding theses.

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FINANCIAL AID HOW TO APPLY

In recognition of academic excellence, and in 
order to make the choice to study at Ca’ Foscari 
more affordable, the university offers financial 
aid specially earmarked for high-achieving 
international students enroling in a bachelor’s or 
master’s degree programme.
For academically gifted bachelor’s and master’s 
degree students beginning their studies in the 
autumn of 2024, Ca’ Foscari is offering renewable 
entrance scholarships ranging in amount from 
6,500 to 8,000  euro per year. To see if you are 
eligible and to learn how to apply, please visit 
www.unive.it/scholarships.
The university also offers partial tuition fee 
reductions for high-achieving students enrolling 
in the Foundation Year programme offered by Ca’ 
Foscari’s School for International Education. To 
see if you are eligible and to learn how to apply, 
write to foundation.cfsie@unive.it.
After enrolment, bachelor’s and master’s 
students from low-income families have the 
option to apply for income-based financial aid 
provided by the regional government of the 
Veneto.

Preliminary online evaluation
If you have carried out your preparatory studies 
outside of Italy, you must begin the application 
process by requesting a preliminary online 
evaluation of your qualifications at apply.unive.it. 
You need to register an account and then 
upload high-quality colour scans of the required 
documents. If your chosen programme of study 
is taught in English, you must demonstrate 
your possession of a B2-level knowledge of this 
language (e.g., IELTS, minimum 5.5; TOEFL IBT, 
minimum 72). For more information about the 
application procedure and deadlines, visit 
www.unive.it/evaluation, and to learn more 
about language requirements, visit www.unive.it/
language-requirements.

Entry tests for limited admission programmes
If you are applying to a programme with limited 
admission, you will be required to take an entry 
test. The test’s format and when it takes place 
depend upon a number of factors, including 
whether you are an EU citizen or not. For specific 
information about the right test for you, consult 
the profile page of the programme that interests 
you on apply.unive.it.

DOCTORAL PROGRAMMES
Each year Ca’ Foscari issues a single call for 
applications in the spring that provides all of 
the necessary details about the application 
and selection procedures for all doctoral 
programmes.
To be admitted to doctoral studies, candidates 
must participate in a public selection process 
that entails the evaluation of their academic 
qualifications as well as an oral and/or written 
exam.
